TWO NEW EXPLORATION PERMITS GRANTED IN SERBIA

Vancouver, British Columbia, March 4, 2005 (TSX Venture: EMX) — Eurasian Minerds
Inc. (the “Company”) is pleesad to announce tha its whally-owned subsdiary, SEE d.0.0.,
has recently been granted the Zlot Brestovac Exploraion Permit in eastern Serbia, and the
Borovo - Donje Nevlje Exploraion Permit in southeastern Serbia.  These two permits occur in
eadern Europe's Carpathian Arc metalogenic trend, which hogts the Timok Magmatic
Complex. The Timok Magmatic Complex, Serbia’'s principd copper-god mining region,
hoss the Bor and Magdenpek copper-gold mining didricts, and has an edimaed metd
endowment of gpproximatey 20 million tonnes of copper and 1000 tonnes of gold (Jankovic
e d., in The Bor Copper and Gold Deposit, Bor Copper Institute, Bor, 2002). Both of the
Company’s new permits have been explored by govenment agencies for base metds
minerdization with encouraging results, especidly for copper.

Zlot Brestovac Exploration Permit

The 77 sguae kilometer Zlot Brestovac Exploration Permit is locaied 150 kilometers
southeast of Belgrade, and considts of two separate aress, Zlot (52 sq km) and Brestovec (25
g km). The northern boundary of the Brestovec area is locaed about 25 km south of the Bor
mining didrict. Bor, one of Europes mog prolific metd producers, conssts of over 29 ore
bodies that have yidded more than 100 million pounds of copper @ an average grade of 1-2
percent, and 5.1 million ounces of gold a an average grade of 3.2 gramsftonne, and in 2000
date reported “geologica resources’ were 621 million tonnes grading 0.63 percent copper and
0.23 gramstonne gold (Copper Mining and Smeting Combine, RTB Bor, October 2002).
These “gedlogical resources’ ae not Naiond Indrument 43101 compliant, but ae
reasonably assumed to represent the grade and tonnes of materia reported.

The propety occurs in the southern Timok Magmatic Complex, and is underlan by
Cretaceous volcanic rocks, limesiones, and andestic and daditic intrusve rocks. The southern
extendion of the Bor Fault passes through the Brestovac sector of the Exploration Permit.

The Brestovac area contains severd copper and gold occurrences, as well as indications of
andent gold mining. PreWorld War 1l underground exploration a Brestovac focused on
gold, copper and coppe-zinc minerdization. Copper exploration was conducted from the
1950's through 1970's and again in the 1980's by the Geologicd Depatment of the Copper
Inditute in Bor, and condged of geologic mapping, geochemicd sampling, geophyscd
surveying, and diamond drilling. This work defined severd dtered and minerdised zones.
Additiond targets ddinested by geophyscd exploraion have not yet been drill tested.
Hydrothermd dteration, induding secondary slicification, is recorded within the Permit. The
Company has obtained data pertaining to earlier exploration, and is currently compiling this
information.

Borovo - Donje Nevlje Exploration Permit

The 75 square kilometer Borovo - Donje Nevlje Exploration Permit is located 270 kilometers
southeest of Belgrade near the border with Bulgaria, and occurs in a similar geologic setting
and possesses many of the dtributes associated with the copper and copper-gold ore deposits
in the Timok Magmaic Complex and Bulgaids Srednjegorje-Panadjuride copper-gold
ditrict.



The property is underlan by Cretaceous latite, andeste, and limestone rock units  Copper
exploration conducted during the 1960's by the Geological Depatment of the Copper Inditute
in Bor induded geologicd mapping, geochemicd sampling, geophyscd surveying, trenching
a Borovo and diamond drilling a Donje Nevlje Two aess of hydrotherma dteration
containing occurrences of copper mingdization were identified. No records of gold andyses
have been reported. The Company is currently compiling data petaning to ealier
exploration, and conddes that the Borovo - Donje Nevlje Exploration Permit is under-
explored for its gold potentid.

The Company is referencing historicd work by government geologica agencies of the former
Yugodavia, as well as present day Serbia  The Company is currently compiling dl the
avaladle data, and will initiate field exploration after the winter season.
